My speach was thick, | had no use of my left side and | had a very minor facial droop. | was still in denial...It wasn't
until | was rolled into the acute stroke unit at University Hospital in London that | realized this nightmare was real!

| was swarmed by a team of doctors who had reviewed my scans from Walkerton which was the first step in
confimning my Hemorrhagic Stroke. | had a bleed in my brain on the right side that took all mobility from my left for
about 3 days until it started to heal itself once again. | went through 2 weeks of scans and tests to be sure that there
wasn't anything my neurosurgeon in London could repair. Without that original scan from our CT Scanner in
Walkerton, | would not have received such great and immediate care. | am forever grateful for the staff and the
technology at the Walkerton Hospital. You sent me in the right direction for a full recovery. | fear that without a CT
Scanner, | may not have been diagnosed as quickly and things might have ended much worse.

In
the years to come he had three sisters
who all died young and four brothers,
three of whom went west, leaving only
the youngest in Ontario

George was good at carpentry
work and as a young man became a
barn framer. He worked around home
for a number of years and then went
west as so many other young men did.
He found work near Brandon and
Portage La Prairie, Manitoba and it
was there he met Martha Jane Slater
who had gone out west to keep house
for her brother.

George and Martha were married
on May 3, 1883. They were both 24
years old. George brought his bride
home for a visit and his Grandfather
Simpson persuaded them to stay in
Ontario and take over the Simpson
farm at Arran Lake. Here their two

Salem Presbyterian Church and played
a prominent role in the planning for
and construction of the new brick
church at Salem. He was an elder for
many years and after his retirement to
Paisley was on the Managing Board in
Knox United Church.

In 1937 George and Susanna
moved to a large, white brick house on
Queen Street North, Paisley. The
neighbours and friends gathered at the
home of their son George R. for a
presentation and social evening.
